· Discussion on feedback/input regarding intervention programs:

· Ms. Love shared that a group of teachers had met and proposed an afterschool program for supporting struggling students in the core areas (Math, Science, English, Social Science).  Teachers will be surveyed to ascertain interest and availability for working with this program.  Parent Ed. Program also needs to be planned. 

· CAHSEE preparation for 10th graders, and support for the EL subgroup were also a need.

· Clarence recommended polling students to assess needs/wants. He also said providing incentives, such as candy, would motivate students to work more/try harder.

· Ms. Love said that student data (warning notices, quarter grades, attendance, etc.) would be used to identify and plan additional support programs strategically.  Guidance Counselors would be meeting with identified students to target needs.  In essence, this approach would be “surveying” students as Clarence suggested.

· Ms. Bradley suggested Saturdays as a good option for students because students are not as tired as during after school. Ms. Love reminded everyone that we no longer have regular Saturday custodians.

· Ms. Phillips stated that having teachers post assignments on line would be a great way to communicate to students and parents. Ms. Love shared that we currently had that capability for every teacher through the school website, and would be providing information and training to teachers to implement this practice.

· Dr. Bartlett expressed concern about students’ limited access to computers outside of school to check grades on PowerSchool. The Council discussed possibly keeping a computer lab or the library open till 4pm a couple of times a week.  It was also requested to have more PowerSchool support training (put on by district Technology) to help more teachers feel more comfortable with maintaining grades regularly/weekly on PowerSchool so is to better inform students and parents of student progress.
