The ordering window for tests this year will be a bit earlier and a little shorter than in past years due to some changes in the process.  REMINDER:  All students in AP classes are required to take tests for the AP classes you are currently in.  Fee waivers are available to anyone who currently qualifies for free or reduced lunch status.  Others may qualify if their household income meets certain criteria. Are you not sure what type of career you would like to pursue once you graduate from school? Then you may want to take the ASVAB. The ASVAB (Armed Services Vocational Aptitude Battery) is an aptitude test that helps you determine what type of profession you have an aptitude for. It is administered by the US armed forces, but taking the test in no way commits you to any armed service or any other career or field. As the name states, it is simply an aptitude test. It will be administered on February 10th at 7:45 in room TB 5 and takes approximately 3 hours. Registration for the test will be on Tuesday the 9th during lunch. Representatives from the Armed Services will be setting up a booth during lunch in Palm court.
