You and your students are invited to participate and become involved in the What’s Your Issue? - Film Your Issue Initiative and Competition which launched in January, 2010.

Supporting this competition is Apple, YouTube, Best Buy, the NAACP, Association of American Colleges and Universities, the Obama administration, and others.

Young adults 14 to 24 are being invited to develop and present innovative solution-project ideas to front-burner issues, in one of
