The ASVAB (Armed Services Vocational Aptitude Battery) is an aptitude test that helps you determine what type of profession you have an aptitude for. It is administered by the US armed forces, but taking the test in no way commits you to any armed service or any other career or field. As the name states, it is simply an aptitude test. It will be administered on February 10th at 7:45 in room TB 5 and takes approximately 3 hours. Registration for the test will be on Tuesday the 9th during lunch. Representatives from the Armed Services will be setting up a booth during lunch in Palm court. You may also sign up the day of the test by going to TB 5, but space is limited and will be given out on a first come, first serve basis.   --Guidance Department
