You and your students are invited to participate and become involved in the What’s Your Issue? - Film Your Issue Initiative and Competition which launched in January, 2010.

Supporting this competition is Apple, YouTube, Best Buy, the NAACP, Association of American Colleges and Universities, the Obama administration, and others.

Are you not sure what type of career you would like to pursue once you graduate from school? Then you may want to take the ASVAB. The ASVAB (Armed Services Vocational Aptitude Battery) is an aptitude test that helps you determine what type of profession you have an aptitude for. It is administered by the US armed forces, but taking the test in no way commits you to any armed service or any other career or field. As the name states, it is simply an aptitude test.
