· Bicycle Awareness Tip
If you own a bicycle, use a sturdy, good quality U-lock. A cable or chain lock is very vulnerable and easily defeated. The U-lock is sold in most bicycle stores. Most bicycles that are stolen are bicycles that have been poorly secured with a poor quality lock and/or have been improperly secured.

Use a U-lock and follow these suggestions to keep your bicycle secure: 

Always lock your bike. Even if you are only running inside a building for a minute. Lock your bike. Thieves are watching and will take your bike if you leave it unlocked. 

Always lock your bike a provided bicycle rack. Do not use lamp posts, deck or stair railings, or other architectureal features. Locking your bike to a rail may be a violation of the fire code and can endanger someone's life. 

When locking your bicycle, lock both wheels and the frame to the bicycle rack. 

Leave as little space as possible inside the U-Lock to minimize the space for thieves to insert their tools. 

Attach your lock with the key mechanism facing the ground. 

Lock components and accessories. Do not leave accessories that can be removed.  

Take your bike seat with you.  

Don't lock your bike only to itself, that is, only lock the front wheel to the frame. It is easily carried away. 

Don't position your lock low to the ground. A thief can attack the lock easier and less obviously in that position. 

Double check your lock before leaving your bike to make sure its secured.

School Dress Code:
1. Shorts and skirts MUST BE mid-thigh or longer.  

2. Clothing shall be appropriate size, neither too large or small or revealing.

3. Footwear must be worn at all times; shoes should be comfortable and safe. NO backless footwear or thongs.

4. Undergarments concealed at all times.  NO See-through or fishnet fabrics, halter-tops, off-the-shoulder or    low-cut tops, bare midriffs.

5. Shorts and skirts MUST BE mid-thigh or longer. 
6. Clothing shall be appropriate size, neither too large or small or revealing.

7.     Footwear must be worn at all times; shoes should be comfortable and safe. NO backless footwear or        thongs.
Unnaceptable Dress Standards includes, but is not limited to the following:
Ø  Bare midsection when standing straight.

Ø  Sleeveless tops or tops with straps thinner than 2 inches in width. 

Ø  Any type of undergarment showing.

Ø  Low back articles or low-cut front articles.

Ø  Shorts or skirts that are too short or slitted, which may be considered distracting from the educational process.

Ø  Hats, beanies, bandannas, headbands; hoods are not allowed to be worn on campus at anytime.

Ø  Sagging, overly baggy pants, or dragging of pant bottoms
Ø  Extremely wide leg pants.

Ø  Pins or staples attaching pants to shoes.

Ø  Extremely long pant legs that gather at the bottom, held with rubber bands, etc.

Ø   Pants must be worn at natural waist level.

Ø   Initial belt buckles. Only one belt buckle is to be worn at a time.

Ø  Shirts/tops with obscene insignias or anything relating to illegal substances, alcohol, or tobacco products. Any article depicting violence and/or cruelty and/or sex.

Ø  Articles that may be mistaken as gang-related.
